We are all familiar with footings and foundations, tlaeg essential to the stability of your house. Footings anchor
the home to the ground, support the foundation and distribute the weight of the house. The foundation is
responsible for supporting the base of the house. Jesus teaches us that building our footings and foundations on
solid rock will support a house so that the winds and storms of life cannot destroy.

Are there times when the difficulties of life shake your house? Hurricane winds blow may through your marriage
and cause the foundation to crack. Water pressure from storms with children can erode foundations. Economic
whirlwinds twist the house on its foundation. The sinking sand of employment uncertainties undermines the
stability of the foundation. Stress and rampant business cause the foundation to bulge and maybe even burst. R
life means challenges. If your house is not built on solid rock, the foundation can give way.

This New Year we can rebuild our foundations and s
fortify our foundation against hurricanes, water pressure, sinking sand, bulging and bursting by building in solid
rock. In his bookPower SurgeMichael Foss identifies six practices of disciples that describe the solid rock of
Jesus teaching:
1) Pray daily 2) Worship weekly 3) Read the Bible 4) Serve at and beyond Trinity 5) Be in
relationships to encourage spiritual growth in others
6) Give of your time, talents and resources
